   Economic Climate Delays Community Development  
 

   Newport Housing Trustõs Community Living Scheme has been put on hold  

   temporarily, due to the current unstable economic climate.  
 

   The development due to commence construction on site at Treberth in  

  April 2011 has been paused by the Board of Directors.  This is due to  

  the lack of firm reservations received; people have conveyed that they  

  are concerned they may not be able to sell their home in this current  

  market at a level that they need to purchase an apartment.

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   Statistics from the Land Registry show that    

  house prices have reduced by 11% since the  

  project commenced in November 2007.   
 

   Phil Toms, Chief Executive of Newport Housing  
  Trust said:- 
 

   òThere is a tremendous amount of interest   

  in our Community Living concept. It is a real  

  Lifestyle choice for Older People. We are  

  very encouraged by the positive response     

  of prospective residents and their families.  

  However, the ongoing uncertainties in the property market and the  

  economic environment are making it difficult to forecast how easily  

  our future residents will be able to sell their present homes. The  

  Board of Directors of the Trust feel it would be premature to push  

  forward in the face of the current financial climate. They feel that it  

  is prudent to pause the scheme development at this time.  
   

  We are confident that the many benefits that Community Living    

  provides will be available as soon as there are real signs of an upturn  

  in the property market. The Directors of the Trust are committed to  

  offering housing choice and lifestyle options to Older People. I can  

  only emphasise that this is merely a pause in the scheme and the       

  potential for progress will be kept under continuous review .ò 
 

   Those who paid a deposit have had their     

     money fully refunded, along with any  

     additional expenses incurred such as  

     solicitors costs. We thank them for  

     their continued support.
